1. Ask someone to tell you the story of their life, and really, really listen.

2. Invite a friend to Cru & walk with them.

14. Grab lunch with a classmate and ask them a good question like: “Do you come from an sort of spiritual upbringing?”

15. Challenge a friend to read 3 chapters in Gospel of Mark.

16. Ask friends if they’re familiar with Jesus, or if they know about the spiritual claims Jesus made.
